The Golden Tips of SPaG:

The questions don’t get any harder as you go through the paper- last year’s last question was on adverbs! This means you need to get through it fast- skip any questions you don’t know the answers to and come back later!
Don’t forget- SPaG includes spelling. Keep revising those spellings from the booklets I’ve given out.
